The ACSM hosted a news conference May 13, 2010 at the National Press Club in Washington 
D.C. to announce the release of the 4th Edition PPE (Preparticipation Physical Exam) 
monograph.  The 4th Edition PPE was authored by representatives from the American Academy 
of Pediatrics (AAP), American College of Sports Medicine (ACSM), American Academy of 
Family Physicians (AAFP), American Medical Society for Sports Medicine (AMSSM), American 
Orthopaedic Society for Sports Medicine (AOSSM) and the American Osteopathic Academy of 
Sports Medicine (AOASM).  Among the speakers at the news conference were Robert Dimeff, 
MD of the AMSSM; Jim Ryun, Olympic medalist and Congressman, and a young athlete whose 
medical condition was treated as a result of the preparticipation exam.  At the news conference, 
the founding of the PPE Coalition for Youth Sports Health and Safety was also announced.  The 
Coalition was formed by more than 26 organizations, including the AMSSM, to address safety 
and medical issues in youth sports and call for widespread adoption of quality PPEs.  The news 
conference was immediately followed by meetings with Congressional leaders and staff to 
discuss issues relating to the health and safety of young athletes.

The Committee receives licensing fees from manufacturers for bearing the NOCSAE seal 
indicating compliance.  With the revenue, the NOCSAE funds scientific and medical research in sports injury and 
safety.  Warren Howe, MD, represents the AMSSM on the Board of Directors of the NOCSAE.  He encourages 
AMSSM members to consider submitting proposals to the Board if they are seeking funding for research into 
sports safety.

It is a privilege to stand before you as the new 
President of the AMSSM; technically the 17th 
President of the organization.  That being said, Kim 
Harmon has made it a very interesting week for me, 
so I am really not quite sure what to expect next.  
As many of you now know, I think I am the first 
President of AMSSM to actually be President of 
two different sports medicine organizations in  

less than a week.  Last Monday, the Kansas Medical Society of Sports Medicine was 
officially incorporated by Kim and I was listed as the President of that organization.  In 
my only official capacity which lasted approximately thirty seconds, I proposed a 
merger with the AMSSM, which was completed, a name change was adopted, Kim 
became the President, and I was out!

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Consortium for Health and Military Performance.  I currently work in a Human 
Performance Laboratory that includes an environmental chamber.  
Academically I have a variety of interests related to exertional stress; currently 
my research efforts are focused on exertional heat illness as well as exertional 
rhabdomyolysis.  We are very interested in not only studying the mechanism of 
injury, but most importantly, return to duty concepts.

• Leading research and scholarship through collaboration and 
partnerships.  

 

• Setting standards for sports medicine training.  
 

• Fostering collegial and collaborative relationships among sports 
medicine professionals.  

 

• Optimizing financial resources and infrastructure to implement and 
support our vision. 

 

After working with Kim Harmon and Bob Dimeff over the last two years, I have 
three specific charges during my tenure as President, that all fall under our 
vision in the strategic plan of “Optimizing financial resources and infrastructure 
to implement and support our vision.” 
 

Specific Goal 1: Complete three core documents: Bylaws; Policy and 
Leadership Handbook; Committee Handbook.  These were originally 
conceptualized by Bob Dimeff.  Kim just approved the Bylaws, so front and 
center are the remaining two documents that we will see completed this year.  
These documents will make it easier for new members to understand AMSSM, 
and how it functions, and eliminates the need for institutional memory among 
members. 
 

Currently, we operate in 
the basement of Jody Gold’s home.  The decision was made at the last Board 
meeting that we need to move forward into formal office space that is 
concordant with our growing membership.  Jody is currently evaluating space; I 
anticipate that we will sign a lease as an organization this coming summer. 
 
 

Specific Goal 3:  Move forward with hiring an Executive Director. 
Perhaps the single greatest challenge our board will face, is selecting an 
executive director for our organization; this decision again was recently 
reached at our last Board meeting.  Jody Gold is our cornerstone as she has 
carried the organization for years; her role will not change as she will direct 
our staff and coordinate our Annual meeting, among many other tasks.  The 
organization, however, currently calls for additional leadership that can no 
longer be simply met by a busy board of directors working with Jody.  We will 
be looking to hire an executive director this year who will be our interface with 
comparable organizations advocating for AMSSM, assume some of the tasks 
managed by the executive committee, and assist us as we continue to grow 
and mature to realize our vision of becoming “a worldwide leader in sports 
medicine.” 
 

I am very fortunate in that moving forward to execute these three challenges, 
as well as other items that will appear on the horizon, and the day to day 
business of AMSSM, I have talented board around me.

“Incidence and Etiology of Sudden Death in NCAA Athletes”. 
 

Our two Case Presentation Awards go to Andrew Peterson, MD for “An 
Unusual Cause of Cramping in a High School Athlete” and Kari Kindschi, MD 
for “Persistent Myalgias in a Female Lacrosse Player.”. 
 
Now, I would like to talk about the strategic planning process and where we 
are with that.  In November of 2008, a strategic planning meeting was held in 
Chicago, IL.  It was led by Bob Dimeff, MD and an Association Consultant, 
Tom Nelson also attended and evaluated us.  That meeting produced our 
new Mission Statement & Vision Statement and left us with a charge to 
revamp infrastructure to meet new AMSSM needs.  To guide us in the 
process Tom Nelson developed draft documents.  Together he and Fran 
O’Connor, MD, MPH re-drafted and re-drafted and re-drafted the documents.  
In the end four documents were produced which assessed and evaluated all 
aspects of our organization and recommended changes.  These documents 
were titled:  

• Society at a Crossroads 
• Bylaws 
• Policy and Leadership Manual 
• Committee Manual 

These four documents were presented at April 2009 Board Meeting in 
Tampa.  At that point four Task Forces were formed.  The Task Forces were 
made up of Past Presidents, current and past board members and members 
at large.   Their charge was to evaluated the documents and recommend if 
and how they should be integrated into AMSSM.  The Task Force make up 
was as follows:

After the Task Forces created their reports, the Task Force reports and the 
documents were reviewed in detail at a November 2009 Board and Strategic 
Planning meeting.  Changes were made to the Bylaws, the Policy and 
Leadership Manual, and the Committee Manual that our consultant had 
originally created.

The Bylaws clearly needed some changes.  A sub-committee made multiple 
revisions based on recommendations and these were submitted for legal 
review.  Our old/current Bylaws were drafted in 1991 and have not had an 
update since then.  Bylaws change based on case law, so an update was 
overdue.  Upon review, our legal counsel pointed out that AMSSM was 
incorporated in Wisconsin and so the provisions of the bylaws were based on 
Wisconsin law.  Our legal consultant recommended reincorporating AMSSM 
into Kansas because we are headquartered in Kansas, our law firm is in 
Kansas, and there are legal advantages to being incorporated in Kansas.  The 
move to reincorporate was approved by the Executive Board and Board of 
Directors. 
 
However, because of the assets held by AMSSM in the Wisconsin corporation, 
we needed to merge with an existing Kansas corporation – essentially to 
transfer the assets.  In a ridiculous bit of legal maneuvering, the Kansas Society 
for Sports Medicine was created.  In order for AMSSM to become a Kansas 
corporation, AMSSM needs to agree to merge with KSSM.  The merger 
agreement states that name gets changed back to AMSSM as soon as the 
merger occurs and the newly created Bylaws are adopted at the time of the 
merger.   
 

The Consultant recommended that only essential, unchangeable items remain 
in bylaws and the other operational and procedural items which change on a 
recurrent basis be housed in Leadership and Committee Manuals.  The new set 
of Bylaws which were created are much harder to read and understand 
because of more archaic language, however, they offer more legal protection to 
AMSSM and directors and are congruent with AMSSM practice.  Currently 
some things required by Wisconsin statues we don’t actually do.   
 

So with that, I will take any questions regarding the “merger”, reincorporation, 
and the Bylaws and then call for a vote.   
 

I’d also like to highlight some ongoing projects for the board and AMSSM.  We 
need to finish and perfect the Leadership and the Policy Manual.  We are in 
search of new office space and need hope to be in a new space by August of 
this year.  We have also established a Task Force and procedure for the hiring 
of an Executive Director.   As we have grown, we have outgrown our infra-
structure.  Our staff is incredibly dedicated and loyal and overworked.  Jody is 
going to concentrate on what she does best as Director of Education and we 
are going to hire an administrator to attend to other things. 
 

I would also like to discuss a change that was voted on at the Board meeting 
this year with the Diversity Committee.  First, let me say that AMSSM is 
committed to diversity and my personal involvement with AMSSM started on 
the Diversity Task Force before it was even a committee.  However, what we 
have found is that with many people with an interest in diversity on this 
committee, these people weren’t on other committees.  The problem with this is 
that future leadership is identified in committees and so by concentrating our 
diverse membership in one, relatively low profile committee we were not 
promoting diversity in leadership.  Therefore, the committee has been changed 
to an Interest Group with the expectation that current members of the Diversity 
Committee will join other committees in which they can take active roles and 
continue to ensure the promotion of Diversity at all level.

At AMSSM we are lucky to affiliate with three journals and this is an enormous 
benefit of membership.  Most societies only offer one journal, but we offer 
three!  The Clinical Journal of Sport Medicine, The British Journal of Sport 
Medicine and Sports Health which was nominated for 2010 Maggie Awards for 
Best New Publication/Trade & Consumer.   I’d also like to take a few minutes to 
discuss NOCSAE.  Warren Howe, MD has been the AMSSM representative to 
NOCSAE since 1998.  NOCSAE sets standards for newly manufactured and 
reconditioned equipment and solicits research projects which related to 
athletics and protective equipment and the prevention of injury.  Last year, 
there were 23 preliminary proposals, 8 were asked to make full proposals and 3 
proposals were funded for $505,000 for 2 years.  Two AMSSM members 
currently have NOCSAE funded projects Tom Terrell, MD and Jon Drezner, 
MD.  This is really a wonderful organization which we have had a long 
relationship with.  If you are looking for funding for a project, you should 
consider submitting a proposal and if you do, please contact Warren Howe, MD 
prior to submission as he can help shepherd it through the process.   
 

I’d like to finish with a few other projects we have been working on through the 
year.  We have successfully engaged insurance companies in Michigan 
advocating that sports medicine physicians be able to bill for MSK US if 
competent.  We have signed onto an Amicus curare brief on a case which was 
  

 

being heard by the Washington State Supreme Court.  A Physical Therapy 
group challenged the right of physicians to own PT practices and AMSSM 
submitted a legal statement supporting physicians’ rights.  The Court recently 
ruled in favor of physicians rights!   
 

We have developed stand-alone MSK Courses both Beginner/Intermediate and 
soon an Advanced.  The first is set for September 17 – 19, 2010 in Portland, 
Maine and Bill Dexter, MD is the chair.  These courses are based on the MSK 
US curriculum developed by Jon Finoff, DO; Jay Smith, MD and Mark Lavallee, 
MD.   
 

We have also signed on to the STOP Injury Prevention Campaign.  STOP is a 
coalition of organizations dedicated to preventing injuries in kids and includes 
AMSSM, AOSSM, AAP, NATA, NSCA.  You can check it out at 
www.stopsportsinjuries.org. 
 
It provides Educational initiatives such as public service announcements, 
posters, DVDs, and brochures/fact sheets most of which are downloadable free 
of charge at the web site.  It also has a link to AMSSM Find-A-Doc function

1) Special Recognition: Please join us in recognizing Dr. Holly Benjamin for her out-
standing dedication, service, hard work, valuable contributions and strong leadership 
as the Committee Chair and as an AMSSM Board member – thank you Holly!!! 

 

2) Cancun Highlights:  There were 35 Two-Minute Drill submissions; the top 10 were 
presented.  There also were 164 case abstract submissions; resulting in 24 podium 
presentations and 132 poster presentations.  Best case presentation award recipients 
were Drs. Karl Kindschi and Andy Peterson.  Best Two-Minute Drill presentation 
awards went to Drs. Andrew Gottschalk and Kevin Walter.  Special thanks go to our 
case moderators: Drs. Jolie Holshen and Gene Hong; our case panelists: Drs. Ken 
Barnes, Matt Grady, Diana Heiman and John Turner; and our Two-Minute Drill 
moderator: Dr. Connie Lebrun. 

 

3) Annual Meeting Evaluation Subcommittee: This group is responsible for reviewing 
the annual meeting evaluations each year and working with the annual program 
planning committee to ensure program evaluations reflect current content with an 
appropriate assessment of structural changes and comply with Accreditation Council 
for Continuing Medical Education (ACCME) requirements. 

 

4) Pediatric Musculoskeletal and Sports Medicine Curriculum Subcommittee: This 
group is developing musculoskeletal and sports medicine curriculum guidelines for 
pediatric residents.  This group’s goals are to finalize these curriculum guidelines, to 
request document endorsement by AMSSM and the American Academy of Pediatrics
