EXHIBIT PROSPECTUS
GENERAL INFORMATION

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The conference is designed to meet the educational needs of physicians who manage high caliber athletes in a team sport setting.  The needs for this course were derived from expert opinion, membership input, updated guidelines and breaking research in the field of sports medicine.  Materials exhibited at the 2009 Advanced Team Physician Course must enhance the professional education of the attendees and provide an opportunity to examine and evaluate the latest equipment, material, and services available in sports medicine and exercise science.
TARGET AUDIENCE:
